


Champagne, Rosé Champagne
& Sparkling Wine

1 Galanti Prosecco Extra Dry 5 29
Fine, persistent, soft fizz surrounds the typical fruit spectrum of apple and pear with a hint of peach.

2 Mercier Brut NV 7.5 39
The impression of sweetness on the finish of this champagne appeals to those who do
not like their Champagne too dry. It’s release after two years of maturity also helps the
enjoyment of a softer glass of bubbles.

3 Moët & Chandon Brut Impérial, France 9.5 55
Classically, a third each of Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier and Chardonnay and matured for
at least three years in bottle, which helps give the wine its typical biscuity flavour.

4 Galanti Pinot Grigio Spumante Rosé, Italy 28
Light and fresh rosé with ripe red summer fruit flavours made from the Pinot Grigio variety
grown in northern Italy.

5 Veuve Clicquot Yellow Label Brut, Champagne 57
Reflecting the traditions of the past, this is full, yet dry and has a rich, creamy style with 
biscuity flavours.

6 Dom Pérignon Brut 2003, Champagne 135
Long and satisfying on the palate with layers of yeasty, nutty flavours, superbly fat and 
ripe. Complex, luxury Grand Cru Champagne made only in the best years.

White Wine

7 Cullinan View Chenin Blanc, Robertson, South Africa 4.5 6.5 19
Deliciously fresh and creamy with peachy fruit character. A classic South 
African style.

8 Pinot Grigio delle Venezie, San Floriano, Italy 4.5 6.5 19
Delicate flavours of apples and pears on a refreshingly dry palate.

9 Errázuriz Sauvignon Blanc, Casablanca Valley, Chile 5 7 21
Very stylish and dry with intense gooseberry and citrus aromas and 
refreshing, ripe acidity. An outstanding example of this classic grape.

10 Picpoul de Pinet, Domaine Sainte-Anne, France 5.25 7.5 22
Citrussy southern French white made from the Picpoul grape.

11 Blackstone Winemaker’s Select Chardonnay, 5.75 8 24
Monterey County, USA 
Crisp, lively acidity, delicious tropical fruit flavours, great depth and richness, 
a delicate touch of tasty oak on the finish.

12 Sauvignon Blanc, Vidal, Marlborough, New Zealand 6.75 9.75 29
This is a flavoursome, refreshing wine displaying classic gooseberry
and passion fruit, mingled with a crisp, grassy flavour.

13 Rare Vineyards Marsanne-Viognier, Pays d’Oc, France 20
Soft and aromatic with notes of peach blossom and citrus on the deliciously 
refreshing finish.

14 Gavi di Gavi, Enrico Serafino, Italy 28
Pale straw-yellow, the wine shows floral and citrus aromas, with a minerally, dry palate.

15 Pinot Gris Alsace, Portrait Range, Domaine Zinck, France 28
Dry with a refreshing palate that carries aromas of greengage, green apple and a touch 
of spice and smokiness.

16 Villa Maria Clifford Bay Reserve Sauvignon Blanc, Marlborough, New Zealand 32
The Awatere Valley produces fruit with all this intense concentration of passion fruit and 
gooseberry flavours and hints of lime.

17 Paco & Lola Albariño, Rías Baixas, Spain 34
Green apples, pear and lemons with minerally accents.

18 Sancerre La Fuzelle, Adrien Maréchal, France 35
Distinctively elegant. Laden with racy crispness and abundant gooseberry crunch.

19 Chablis, Paul Deloux, France 35
Flowery, lively, fresh and mouth-watering with a crisp fruity palate and that flinty 
backbone only found in true Chablis.

rosé Wine

20 Belvino Pinot Grigio Rosato Delle Venezie, Italy 5 7 21
Slightly drier in style, full of fresh summer berry fruit aromas.

21 White Zinfandel, Whispering Hills, California, USA 5 7 21
A popular choice for anyone who likes their Rosé a little sweeter.
This medium dry wine will impress with delicious summer berry notes.

22 Coteaux d’Aix-en-Provence, Château de Beaulieu, France 26
A round full flavoured style with summer fruit flavours and hints of Mediterranean herbs.

red Wine

23 Montepulciano d’Abruzzo, Parini, Italy 4.5 6.5 19
Plum and cherry with notes of violet: dry, soft but well structured with 
a finish of dried fruits and toasted hazelnut.

24 Errázuriz Merlot, Curicó Valley, Chile 5 7 21
An easy-drinking style from the cooler Curicó region, which produces 
an intensely aromatic dry wine with soft tannins and lots of berry fruit.

25 Malbec, Rare Vineyards, Pays d’Oc, France 5.25 7.5 22
From the original home of Malbec - South-West France. Lighter than its Argentinian
counterpart, but equally quaffable; black fruits and delicate spice will not fail to impress.

26 Pinot Noir, Dashwood, Marlborough, New Zealand 6 8.5 25
Crunchy, voluptuous black and red cherry fruit, wrapped in vanilla and spice.
A wine with smooth tannins, a refreshing cranberry acidity and rich velvety finish.

27 Malbec, Trivento Golden Reserve, Argentina 8.25 11.75 35
Layers of blueberry, mocha and warming spice and is an ideal match to red meat -
particularly steak, but is so smooth and velvety that it is so easy to drink by itself too.

28 Shingleback The Gate Shiraz, McLaren Vale, Australia 8.25 11.75 35
Intense aromas of ripe summer strawberry, blackberry and dark cherry, with
nuances of milk chocolate and notes of rose; incredible intensity and freshness.

29 Pablo Old Vine Garnacha, Calatayud, Spain 22
Ripe blueberry, blackberry and cherry fruit, backed by a refreshing juicy finish.

30 Nederburg The Manor Shiraz, Western Cape, South Africa 22
An abundance of prunes and oak-spice aromas: met on the palate by flavours 
of ripe plums and cherries.

31 Veramonte Cabernet Sauvignon Reserva, Maipo Valley, Chile 24
Rich blackcurrants with a dash of spice. Very smooth and pronounced with 
a super balance and long lingering finish.

32 Passori Rosso, Veneto, Italy 30
Rich, smooth red wine, showing plum and dried fruit followed by notes of spice and vanilla.

33 Don Jacobo Rioja Reserva, Bodegas Corral, Spain 35
Traditional Rioja with a stylish, silky balance of ripe cherry flavours and generous 
vanilla-oak character for a mature style.

34 Gamay-Pinot Noir Coteaux Bourguignons Rouge, Louis Jadot 35
This Gamey-Pinot Noir shows fresh, light, red and black summer fruits with 
an elegant soft finish.

35 Châteauneuf-du-Pape, Les Cornalines 40
Traditions ensure heady aromas of spices and a long velvet character laden 
with warm fruit cake flavours.

36 Château des Bardes, Saint-Émilion Grand Cru, France 40
The wine has rich, fruit aromas; juicy, sweet tannins backed by soft 
touches of vanilla-toastiness from time spent in oak.
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
